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Player - Congratulations for participating on the _______________________Team.  Parent, I am honored to be able to coach your tennis athlete this year and look forward to a successful season.

Expectations of every player on the team.
I expect every player to honor and respect each other on and off the court.  Failure to comply with this number one request is subject to suspension from the team and in the case of multiple offenses, player is subject to permanent removal from the team for the season.  We win and lose matches as a team and we support each other in every circumstance and situation in a positive, encouraging way.

Members of the tennis team by way of a private vote select one Captain.  The Captain must have been a member of the High School Tennis Team at least 2 years.  Captain is expected to attend leadership seminars if provided by Cary Academy.  They are to exemplify leadership qualities such as unselfishness, encouragement for all team members, self-control on and off the court, and a willingness to lead by example.  As the Team Captain, you will be expected to uphold these values or you can be removed and replaced as Team Captain by the Head Coach.

Athletes are to keep the coach aware of any physical injuries, report to the Athletic Trainer, for assistance with injuries to make sure all safety precautions are taken for the overall well-being of the athlete.  Approval from the Athletic Trainer must be obtained before continuing participation in practices and matches from your injury.

Parents and Athletes are to exemplify exceptional sportsmanship at all matches and practices.  You are representing yourself, your team, your school and community.  Any unsportsmanlike conduct from a member of our team, opposing team, parents, or spectators need to be reported to the head coach IMMEDIATELY upon detection. 

Students must be in school at least a ½ a day to participate in athletics (practice or game) on that day.  Students who feel they may have an exception to the rule must discuss it with the Athletic Director, upon arriving on campus that day.

If a student-athlete fails to practice or play in a game due to injury or illness, they must have a note from a doctor to return to competition. The Athletic Trainer will make the final determination as to when he or she may return to activity.  There are no exceptions to this rule.



My philosophy for coaching tennis is multifaceted; many decisions that I make with regards to the team and individual members are weighed and calculated.  The foundation of my philosophy is based on learning the game of tennis from the outside in, playing the game of tennis from the inside out.  All practices are scored out mostly down to the minute, every practice has a purpose and that purpose is determined by observing each week our match play individually and as a team.  There are foundational items we work on each week; they are modified as deemed necessary to improve success physically, mentally, and emotionally.  

I understand that communication is vital to the success of any team sport, it is my intention to communicate with players and parents alike to secure this success.  Please encourage your athlete to communicate all related team activities and events with you the parent.  It is the responsibility of the athlete to communicate with the Head Coach if they will miss any practices and/or matches. ******

Commitment is the cornerstone for success as a team.  It is the responsibility of the student-athlete to promptly attend every practice and match scheduled unless there is a medical reason.  A doctor’s note will be required and must be presented to the Athletic Trainer for the reinstatement of player to practices and/or matches.  Exceptions for this rule must be approved by the Head Coach and must concur with school policy as to the relationship between athletics and scholastics.  There is a direct relationship between practicing with the team and playing with the team.  If you miss practice, you should not expect to play the next match, unless it is pre-approved by the Head Coach.  Non-commitment is unfair to those on the team and to those who did not make the team.  Outside commitments to other tennis programs, training, or tournament play are expected to come in 2nd place with respect to the commitment to play High School Tennis during the season.  The Head Coach prior to participation in such events must approve commitments that conflict with practices and/or matches.

Please support your child in a positive manner at all practices and matches, you are a reflection of our High School and your community.  
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
